Through seminars at local churches and institutions, we
teach how to start and run businesses to help
overcome poverty and improve the well-being of
communities.

We partner with Campus Crusade representatives,
incorporating Christian principles into our teachings as
we talk to students at universities and community
groups. We also support mission pastors, churches,
and other groups on a case-by-case basis. For example,
in Cuba we helped fund over 55 pastors at mission and
house churches as they work to establish new
churches.
